Have you ever entered into an agreement wite aochéad it turn out differently
than you expected? Have you ever asked foaadfdatmr found out that the
situation was a lot more complicated thant looked

In today’s scripture lesson we find such a.sitesti® and his disciples are on the
road to Jerusalem. We know what's on the male=urs fand he knew it as well.
He tells his disciples: “See, we are goingrupaiede and the Son of Man will be
handed over to the chief priests and the suiilblesy avill condemn him to death;
then they will hand over to the Gentiles; tin@gkvillm, and spit upon him, and
flog him, and kill him; and after three dalsadeeagihin.” But when Jesus tells the
disciples this, they don’'t understand whatyimegisTéey seem to think that their
time in Jerusalem will be one big victory party.

The very next thing that Mark tells us is thatridhdwm, the two brothers, come
to Jesus to ask a favor. Lord, they say, wiade ymer, when you come to your
kingly power, let one of us sit at your rigahthahd other sit at your left hand.
They seem to have paid no attention to Jesushtsttent his approaching
death. James and John are more interested ah p@rsess and power.

Now we know how Jesus feels about this isswsv Wathre does not approve of
the attitude that lies behind their requestsimitidesn’t just come out and say
“no” right away. Instead, he asks them a di&sti@lm not know what you are
asking. Are you able to drink the cup thatdriak?talames and John answered
glibly, “Oh yes Lord we are able.” What dokhhisttéup” means?

Will we
understand that these things signify commitihemé? WMtilerstand that these
communion elements, the bread and the jucie, asigraddiness to be

inconvenienced and to make sacrifices for tiersatdmspel?

Brothers and Sisters, during this season cadetii&age take this cup as a
reminder that someone has died for us. Can eiet@pe understand how that
feels? Are we prepared to renew our commitceept to &ith the consequences
of the cup — the consequences of a life ohsdridve?
