TODAY’S MESSAGE IN OUTLINE 

Sermon Title: ““I Was Lost But Now I’m Found” 
Text: Luke 15: 1-7; Hosea 11: 1-9 

 
“Rejoice with me, for I have found my sheep that was lost.”   - Luke 15: 6 

 
 Today, as we celebrate Mother’s Day, I think it would be meaningful for us to 
reflect on the subtle and yet enormous power of gentle love. Though it is often a 
stereotype, in most societies it is traditional to think of Fathers as being more 
powerful than Mothers. Fathers are often associated with strictness and discipline 
while Moms are viewed as patient, forgiving, and open to persuasion. We tend to see 
these “female” traits as being weaker and more passive. 
 Yet there is much evidence to support the idea that women are stronger 
than men. Women tend to live longer than men; also, when a wife does precede her 
husband in death, many of the surviving men remarry quickly. It appears that we guys 
tend not to fare well if we do not receive the care from a women. 
 Yet, I think there is another point about power that we can learn from our 
Christian faith. There is a power that emerges not from raw force but from love, from 
patience, and from forgiveness. The tender, nurturing and receptive traits are often  
underrated because in the long run, those traits have a power much greater than raw  
coercion or domination.
