SYNOPSIS OF REV. ALLEN BRYAN’S MESSAGE 
Sermon Title: “Battle on the Mountain” 

Text: I Kings 18: 20-39 
 

 “Competition and conflict is built into the fabric of the Universe. It is a 
predominant feature in our cultural fabric. We compete for fun, for mates, for titles, for 
jobs, for money, for grades, for admittance to schools, for just about everything. In ways 
subtle and not so subtle, we daily act to have the edge on other people. We see it in 
adolescent high school rivalries: left vs. right, liberal vs. conservative, republican vs. 
democratic, fundamental/evangelical Christians vs. orthodox/traditional Christian?  
 The event in our story today happens on top of Mt. Carmel, a 1,500 foot 
limestone mountain, where Elijah stages a contest with the prophets of Baal. It’s a wild, 
show of bravado with the central contest being the age-old “My god can beat the pants 
off of your god” challenge.  
 We see in this story our delight in spectacle. We see in this story that we think 
that violence will solve things. The biggest challenge this story offers to us is the 
challenge of which altar we will claim for ourselves. How often we dance around Baal’s 
altars of self, possessions, and relationships rather than God’s altar of justice, peace, 
and love. The consequence: wars and suffering within one’s self and the world. Even 
though life soaks up our wood well past any hope of a fire, the fire falls anyway if we but 
surrender our lives at God’s altar.”
