TODAY'S MESSAGE IN OUTLINE
Text: Romans 12: 1-13, 21

In Derry Village, New Hampshire, there is streamallwhich winds through a
meadow just few hundred yards below the Pinkdeoy Avhere Robert Frost taught high
school classes nearly a century ago. It is alitied®sek; but because of the lay of the land
the brook flows west until it empties into atleayar which flows southeast toward the
Atlantic. Because of the direction of its flitthe theok was named “West Running Brook.”
Frost, intrigued by it's west-running flow, poete hy the same name. For him the brook
symbolized a certain contrariness — a very aiinarife we seem to exhibit the will to go
against the streahtimes. The Apostle Paul was speaking ofrsantsmten he wrote:
“Do not be conformed to this world, but berteahbfothe renewal of your mind.” (Romans
12:2). Where do we find moments when this tfegatisam idea” takes on a special
relevance?
