TODAY'S MESSAGE IN OUTLINE
Sermon Titl&Yes, To the Gift of Life!”
Text: John 11: 17-27

“When he had said this, he cried with a loddazzings, come forth!” “
-John 11: 43

The story of Lazarus is one of the longendiugi®deiv Testament totaling
forty four verses. In John’s Gospel the réisragus is the crowning “miracle” of
the “signs” performed by Jesus. When Jesus suwaraonsdrom the tomb, it
proved that Jesus had power over death ithelfwFieer of John’s Gospel, this was
mightiest of all of Jesus’ acts; but, irohieatlisihg of Lazarus leads to Jesus’ own
death The chief priests and Pharisees are so offdlesded’bgising of Lazarus that
they resolve that he must “die because hemaldzepopular that the masses will
follow him in rebellion against Rome and thevbth@mscome and destroy the
temple and the Jewish way of life.

But there is more to this story than its gofititdlitary dimensions. The
writer of John’s Gospel believes that the fevder®flways frightened by Christ’s
authority over death. Just as eternal deagjnaatteeil, eternal life is the greatest
good there can be. In this passage of scripigractielly uses Lazarus’ death as
an opportunity to teach others about etelinal igze that Jesus voices those
unforgettable words which we read at evergrfumemadrial service. He originally
spoke these words to Lazarus’ sister Martliae ‘flesorrection and the life. Those
who believe in me, even though they die, ant kxeryone who lives and believes
in me will never die. Do you believe this?1{26hiThis is the central message of
John’s Gospel.

The story of Lazarus is not simply a stoncaf msgsiection. It is also a
story about faith and hope. It's a story abee witiatately desire and what we

The writer of John’s Gospel knew this. Bp#lithgoe is a constant
tension between “the world”, a system of egd-temigrvhich is estranged from
God - and the “abundant life” a life groundadrig.m&d so, when Jesus shouts
out to Lazarus in the tomb, shouting at hine torttdrafter four days of death, that
command from our Lord echoes through the teeraafesf us. We are also called
to emerge from the tomb of the world. We aog deled to true abundant -
meaningful - living.
